Directions to Cephalon, Inc. if traveling from points North: 
 
Follow the PA Tpk to exit #24 (Valley Forge Interchange). 
 
After going through the toll booth, you will be on Route 76-E towards Philadelphia. Follow signs for Route 202 South/West Chester. This 
exit is BEFORE the overpass of the highway over Route 76-E. 
 
Follow Route 202-South passing the following:  
            ] Route 422/Valley Forge Park  
            ] Devon Exit  
            ] Paoli/Rt. 252 exit  
            ] Malvern/Rt. 29/ Great Valley Corporate Center  
            ] Frazer  
            ] Exton/Route 30  
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Take the Boot Road exit. 
Turn left at the top of the ramp - traffic light (#1). 
The next traffic light (#2) is at the top of the ramp from 202-
North 
The next traffic light (#3) is at the intersection of Boot Road 
and Greenhill Road. 
The next traffic light (#4) is at the abstract sculpture (on the 
right). 
Turn right into the Brandywine Business Park. This is Wilson 
Drive.

Using AppDev Studio and Integration 
Technologies for an Easy and Seamless 

Interface Between Java and Server-Side SAS 
Barry Cohen, Planning Data Systems, Inc. 

 
The application landscape has changed 
substantially for SAS application developers. 
Today’s landscape uses a distributed-object, 
component-based architecture that integrates SAS 
server capabilities into enterprise-wide applications 
that are n-tiered, Web-enabled, and thin-client. SAS 
has developed new products to help you build SAS 
applications in this landscape. These include the 
AppDev Studio product suite and especially webAF 
within it, and Integration Technologies. You will 
likely want to leverage a few key features of these 
products as you build Web-enabled SAS 
applications. From AppDev Studio, these features 
are SAS-aware Java classes for Java programs, 
SAS Custom Tags for JavaServer Pages, and SAS 
Components for applets. From Integration 
Technologies, the feature is the Application Facility. 
These product features allow an easy and 
seamless interface between your client- or server-
side Java applications and your server-side SAS 
programs and data. This paper provides an 
overview of today’s SAS application landscape, and 
discusses how to use these key SAS product 
features to develop applications in this landscape. 
 
Barry Cohen is a system developer, President of Planning Data

Consulting Partner. He is a co-founder of, and the President of, the 
Philadelphia SAS Users Group. Mr. Cohen is an accomplished 
author and invited speaker at SAS and other conferences.

ODS or DDE for Data Presentation 
John He, Cephalon, Inc. 

 
To present the data in a desired format from 
different sources, usually, ODS and DDE are two 
top picks you may consider. You can use ODS 
(Output Delivery System) or DDE (Dynamic Data 
Exchange) to input data from one application and 
output data to another application. Both ODS and 
DDE can produce a handful types of output with its 
own characteristics. Either of these two methods 

has some limitation. This paper is going to discuss 
and compare many possibilities with these two 
methods on their own advantage and limitation. 
 
Under Windows environment, DDE employs the 
client/server relationship to input and output data 
from different server applications. You may use 
DDE to read data from and write data to Word, PDF 
and Excel. With SAS version 8 or above, we can 
make Word, PDF and HTML in many flexible ways 
by using ODS. There is an easy ODS syntax to 
create desired file from different types of sources. 
However, some difficulties when you read a data in 
which the customized features had already been 
embedded, such as page break problem, may 
require utilization of macros to overcome.

An Animated Guide: Proc Report - The file 
behind the Scenes 

Russell Lavery, Independent Contractor 
 
Proc Report builds a temporary internal file behind 
the scenes.  It uses that temporary file, and a 
Report Data Vector, to compute new variables. 
Understanding the creation of the temporary 
internal file, and the flow of data through the Report 
Data Vector, makes programming and debugging 
easier. 
 
This presentation does NOT cover formatting 
issues but dissects several examples to illustrate : 

1) The creation of the temporary internal file 
and relating it to your code and to output. 

2) How Proc Report uses the Report Data 
Vector. 

3) Data Variables vs. Report Variables: Using 
the automatic retain in Proc Report

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Practical Approach to Create Clinical 
Summary Tables 

Jiang Jin, Cephalon, Inc. 
 
The REPORT procedure has been known as one of 
the most powerful and easy to use procedure in 
clinical trial study summary tables writing. 
According to SAS user manual, columns covered 
by across variables contain only numeric variables. 
The benefit of selecting ACROSS usage in the 
DEFINE statement in PROC REPORT has not 
been taken by many SAS users. 
 
Min Fu introduced a new method to use ACROSS 
to cover character variables in "Using ACROSS 
Variable in PROC REPORT PROCEDURE" on 
NESUG'96 Proceedings. Following the hints in Min 
Fu's paper with coding examples, this paper 
provides the answer to many detail problems in 
using ACROSS usage and make it a practical 
approach in clinical summary tables writing. 
 
The author assume all readers of this paper have 
the experience of using PROC REPORT. 
 
Mr. Jiang Jin is a Statistical Programming Manager of Biometric 
Department at Cephalon.

E-Mail OS/390 SAS/MXG Computer Performance 
Reports in HTML Format 

Neal Musitano Jr., Department of Veterans Affairs 
 
This paper displays a user example to generate 
and to e-mail an OS/390 SAS® report in HTML 
format.  The report is created and e-mailed via a 
batch job using BASE SAS®.  Input to this example 
is from the daily OS/390 SAS/MXG Performance 
Database, but reports can be generated and e-
mailed from your choice of source input. 
 
The example report is generated as an HMTL file 
using the Version8.2 BASE SAS® Output Display 
System (ODS) and PROC REPORT.  Reports can 
also be generated via other procedures such as 
PROC PRINT.  
 
Depending on your user(s) requirements, the 
reports can be created and e-mailed as HTML or 
plain text. Additionally reports can also be 
generated and attached to e-mail in various formats 

i.e., GIFS, Rich Text Format (RTF) and more.

How to Remove Extra Header Lines When Using 
the ACROSS Option in PROC REPORT

The allure of triple ampersands and complex macro 
functions to make reporting macros flexible and 
powerful exists as a solution for the multitude of 
different types of clinical reports.  Though this type 
of programming is academically fascinating, 
maintenance continues to be virtually impossible 
except by an expert programmer or the original 
programmer.  The ACROSS option in PROC 
REPORT combined with other simple tricks offers a 
simple way to produce a multitude of tables with 
varying numbers of treatment groups.   Of course, 
simpler solutions tend to have limitations.  When 
using the ACROSS option, extra space and lines 
are placed in the table header and the table will 
waste precious reporting space.   These problems 
are nightmarish to clinicians and statisticians.  This 
poster will show a simple solution on how to trick 
PROC REPORT into producing more lines of 
output then remove the unwanted unsightly extra 
space when using the ACROSS option. 
 
Terek Peterson is a senior clinical SAS programming consultant with 
Alliance Consulting. He is currently consulting at Cephalon. He has 
over 10 years of programming and systems development experience, 
including over 5 years of those in the Pharmaceutical Industry using 
SAS software. Terek received his MBA from Rutger's in 1995 and 
is a graduate of the Philadelphia University's clinical SAS 
programming certificate program.
