Undocumented and Hard-to-find PROC SQL®
Features

Kirk Paul Lafler, Software Intelligence Corporation

The SQL Procedure contains
many powerful and elegant
language features for
experienced SQL users. This
presentation introduces SQL
topics that will help
programmers unlock many hidden features,
options, and other hard-to-find gems found in the
SQL universe. Topics include CASE logic; the
COALESCE function; experimental SQL statement
options _METHOD and _TREE, and other useful
options; dictionary tables; and performance issues.

Kirk Paul Lafler, consultant and founder of Software Intelligence
Corporation, has been a SAS wuser since 1979. Kirk received bis
Bachelor of Science and Master of Science degrees from the University
of Miami. As a SAS Certified Professional, Kirk provides 1T
consulting services and training to SAS wusers around the world.

Automated Bulk Loading of Documentum®
Using XML Control files Created with Base
SAS®

This presentation addresses the use of Base SAS
to write XML code to automate bulk file loading into
Documentum, a document management system
(DMS). Documentum with FirstDocA® manages
document attributes and has features such as
check-in, check-out, version control, ownership,
and access control. Even when using the bulk
loading utility of Documentum with FirstDoc, the
user must manually enter ample document
metadata which can be monotonous and time
consuming. Automating repetitive manual tasks are
best handled with programming languages like SAS
to eliminate tedious tasks. Benefits to the business
include substantial timesaving and error reduction.
Documentum with FirstDoc allows the use of XML
control files to bulk load document objects. Base

SAS can effectively be used to generate code in
other languages like XML, especially when the
other language has a consistent structure. This
presentation  will describe XML  syntax
requirements, outline the XML structure, and show
the required document attributes to be processed
via SAS code. Step by step instructions and
example SAS code show how to control the
mandatory keyword parameters and loop control in
order to read a desired directory of objects.
Concluding remarks will discuss implementation
considerations and the advantages and
disadvantages of this technique.

Terek Peterson is the Manager of Statistical Programming at Shire.
He bas over 13 years of programming and systems development
experience, including over 10 years of those in the Pharmacentical
Industry wsing SAS software. Terek received his MBA from
Rutger's in 1995 and is a graduate of the Philadelphia University's
clinical SAS programming certificate program. Terek has presented
several papers over the past 8§ years at SAS Global Forum,
PharmaSUG, NESUG, and PhilaSUG.

Jobn Booterbangh is a Senior Programming Consultant, currently
working at Shire Pharmacenticals. He has programmed with SAS,
BMDP and SPSS at the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
and Naval Air Development Center as early as 1985, and has been
working in the Pharmacentical Industry since. Most of his early
programming experience has been with SAS, Fortran, COBOL, C,
and as an Oracle DBA after completing the Oracle Master DBA
Certificate. Since entering the Pharmacentical Industry in 1990, John
has continnously been involved in SAS Programming in a variety of
permanent and contracting positions. John has a BA in Psychology,
and BSN in Nursing, and a BS in Computer Science.

Kate Wilber is currently a Senior Manager of Global Regulatory
Operations for Shire located in Basingstoke UK. She bhas been
instrumental in implementing the processes and standards around
electronic submission of regulatory dossiers at Shire, including SAS
data and eCTD Compliance for the FDA and other global
regulatory agencies. Kate has 9 years of experience in the document
management and electronic submission compilation fields.

Using the SAS XML Mapper and ODS PDF to
create a PDF representation of the define.xml
that can be printed
Lex Jansen, TAKE Solutions, Inc.

When submitting study data in electronic format to
the FDA, not only information from trials has to be
submitted, but also information to help
understanding the data. Part of this information is a
data definition file, which is the metadata describing
the format and content of the submitted datasets.
When submitting data in the CDISC SDTM format it
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is required to submit the data definition file in the
Case Report Tabulation Data  Definition
Specification (define.xml) format as prepared by the
CDISC define.xml team. A basic stylesheet has
been made available on the CDISC website to
display the define.xml in a human readable way in
a web browser. However, this stylesheet is not
suitable to create a paper based presentation of the
define.xml.

This paper illustrates how the define.xml can be
converted to Adobe's Portable Document Format
(PDF) by using SAS/Base software. It will be
presented how the define.xml can be imported to
relational SAS datasets by using SAS XML Mapper
technology.

Once the data is in SAS datasets it can be
presented as a PDF file with the use of SAS ODS
(Output Delivery System). This PDF file will include
hyperlinks and a Table of Contents (bookmarks).
This paper will use advanced ODS PDF techniques
to accomplish this.

Lex Jansen has 16 years of experience in the pharmacentical industyy
with excellent technical skills in SAS programming and systems
integration. Special interests are SAS application development and
implementing CDISC. His expertise is in integrating SAS with
other leading technologies such as PDF, XML, Microsoft Office, to
support electronic submissions.

Using Enterprise Guide to Create Standalone
Programs
Mike Todd, Nth Analytics

Enterprise Guide is a visually-
oriented SAS programming
environment. The object-oriented
tasks generate robust SQL-based
code. By incorporating an
automated post-processor, it offers
a way to standardize programming style. This is
particularly useful for SAS code submitted to
regulatory agencies, or SAS code included as
project deliverables from CROs. Limitations and
cautions for Enterprise Guide are also discussed.

Mike Todd, M.A., M.S., is President of Nth Analytics, a Clinical
Biometrics Services consulting firm. He bas over 25 years of clinical

trials experience with an extensive background in statistical analysis
and clinical trial programming. He began bis pharmacentical career
in 1981 at Hoechst (now Sanofi-Aventis), where he established a
Standard macro library of statistical procedures and streamiined
report processes. Subsequently Mike acquired extensive experience as
a statistician, project manager, and application developer, at Merck,
Covance, and ]| PRD. As a recognized CDISC expert, he was
an invited speaker at the last 3 CDISC Interchange conferences.

FIRST. AND LAST. TO THE RESCUE
Sanjiv Ramalingam, Octagon Research Solutions

Numerous situations may arise where data
manipulations are needed and use of standard
procedures may not possible. Here we present four
different clinical programming scenarios that
demand a more subtle approach to data
manipulation using FIRST. and LAST. which would
have otherwise not been possible using standard
procedures like PROC SORT or using merge
operations.

In the presentation | also explore some of
the common pitfalls encountered in converting
Excel to SAS when the Excel sheet has been
formatted in various ways.
